Oversee the design and delivery of a timetable that balances a range of learning opportunities including Functional Skills, ESOL, the Creative Arts with a focus on a curriculum that promotes Wellbeing, Technical Skills (Carpentry and DIY Skills) and Cooking etc. Ensuring that we are offering high quality and tailored learning that meets the needs of our learners.
1. Ensure consistency in the identification of members learning needs and the creation of individual learning plans; in the design of schemes of work and lesson plans; and in the preparation for different types of assessment 
1. Co-ordinate in-house and external continuing professional development for all teaching staff

4. Experience of designing and evaluating lesson plans and individual learning plans, appropriate to different levels of learning 
5. Experience of developing timetables and ability to monitor and evaluate the success of learning programmes 
6. Experience of working with vulnerable people and an understanding of the issues affecting people impacted by different levels of homelessness
7. Experience of supervising and managing teaching staff which includes continuous professional development principles and able to be appropriately assertive when dealing with any difficult issues that might arise 
8. Trained, or willing to gain skills and experience in auditing and verification
9. Strong ability to communicate clearly and effectively with a wide range of people in a variety of settings, including managing relationships with external agencies and internal Crisis teams
10. Ability to prioritise, be self-motivated, and have good time-management skills 
11. Knowledge of and ability to comply with safeguarding procedures 
12. Commitment to Crisis’ purpose and values including equality and social inclusion  

Desirable
13. Budgetary management and financial control experience

Supporting your application
Thank you for your interest in working for Crisis. 
Before you apply, please take a moment to read through the frequently asked questions below which are designed to support your application and help you understand our recruitment processes.
The person specification requires a qualification or experience that I do not have. Is it still worth me applying?
The person specification has the key knowledge, skills, experience or behaviours needed to carry out the job successfully and you will be scored based on any information you provide. If you don’t quite meet the criteria, for example if you have an understanding of something rather than experience of doing it yourself, you may still pick up points for explaining your understanding or how you might approach it. However, some of the person specification points, for example specific qualifications, are critical to the role so if you don’t meet those requirements, you are unlikely to be shortlisted. 
Can I apply by sending my CV?
Occasionally we accept CVs and a covering letter but only if this is requested in the advert for the post. We don’t accept speculative applications or hold CVs on file.
What should I do if I can’t complete an online application?
If you would like to apply in a different format, for example in a Word document, because you are unable to use the online process, please contact the Recruitment Team jobs@crisis.org.uk It is helpful if you provide details of your requirements or suggestions about how we might best support you to apply so that we’re able to consider alternatives.
How can I maximise my chance of being shortlisted?
It is important that you complete all sections of the online application form to ensure that the recruiting panel understand your interests, skills, behaviours, knowledge and experience. 
Shortlisting is mostly based on the information you provide in the assessment form section. 
A strong application will also be in line with the Crisis Values that you can find on our website.
Please note! If you don’t provide full responses against the person specification points, the panel won’t be able to score your application fully and it will be unlikely there is enough information for you to be shortlisted.
How quickly will I know if I have been shortlisted?
Every recruitment campaign will be different depending on how quickly the shortlisting panel can review applications but if you have not been shortlisted, you will receive an email from us confirming that.
If I am not shortlisted, can I get feedback on my application?
Unfortunately, we are not able to offer feedback on your application if you are not shortlisted for interview.
Can I get feedback after my interview?
We appreciate that information about where you did well or less well can be useful, so if you are not successful following interview we are able to provide feedback.
Will you notify me of future vacancies?
Once you have registered via Crisis Jobs Online, you can sign up to receive notifications of new vacancies based on the criteria you select. We also recommend that you check our website regularly for details of new vacancies.

I recently applied for a role and was not successful, but have seen the role re-advertised. Is it worth me applying again?
If the gap between advertising has been short, we would normally advise that candidates need not apply again, unless you have re-written and enhanced your application. Some examples might be that you have strengthened your examples using the STAR technique above.
Crisis Jobs Online
I have typed my personal statement answers into the online form, but it won’t let me save them. What should I do?
There is a word limit of 400 per answer so it could be that you have exceeded the limit and that is what is preventing you from saving your work.
I filled in the personal statement section and tried to save it/submit it. However, it wouldn't do this and my information was lost. Is there any way to retrieve it?
You are encouraged to record your answers in a Word document first before copying and pasting your answers into the online application form, using the keyboard shortcuts Ctrl + C to copy and Ctrl + V to paste. The application form has a strict time out limit and so if you take longer than that limit you will lose your work and we are unfortunately not able to retrieve it.
